Dalby Forest

Moorsbus stops at several sites in Dalby Forest also known as
the Great Yorkshire Forest. There are a number of waymarked
walks (leaflets available from the Visitor Centre) taking in some
spectacular view points and interesting archaeology such as

earthworks and burial mounds. If you hop off at the Visitor Centre
you can hire bikes to cycle round the forest roads or, if you’re
feeling adventurous, hit the off-road trails. This is also the stop for
the tree-top adventure that is Go Ape!

The Church of Sf Petér, Hackness

The church in Hackness contains the remains of two important
pieces of an early Anglo-Saxon stone cross. The inscription on the
stones refers to an abbess of a nunnery which existed in the
village between 680 and 869. This was the nunnery founded by
St. Hilda of Whitby Abbey in the year of her death. The oldest
parts of the present church date from 1050.

Thornton-le-Dale

Thornton-le-Dale is a picturesque village with a pretty beck
running through its heart. It has many historical delights including
a terrace of 12 almshouses built in 1670, a market cross on the
village green dating back to 1281 and one of the few remaining
thatched cottages in this part of North Yorkshire. There are also
shops, cafes and the North Yorkshire Motor Museum which
specialises in restoring and selling vintage vehicles.
